As the night progressed, vyes.

And who do you recall being there?

I had raised my Acting Sergeant Winters. I had
raised Constable Instant because we were Crying
to figure out what had gone on previously. And T
recall our Iinvestigators from Major Crime coming
to speak with us as well.

Do you remember who those investlgators were?

I remember Sergeant Boyd and I'm not sure who was
with him that night.

Were vyvou —-- were there other police when you
attended?

No, There were not.

At the scene of tThe body?

Not to my recollection, no.

You described your recollection -- what can you
say about that recollection from being seated and
slumped forward? Is that a good or not good
recollectlion?

It's a image I seem to have, but I can't be a
hundred percent sure I'm thinking of the right
incident.

I wonder 1f I might have this wiltness shown the

boolk of photographs. Exhibit 17, I believe.

Constable Turner, I'm going to have vyou look just
at the first page of photographs and on the lower
right-hand photograph marked Al6. Do vou see
that photo? Just on the very first page.

They're not in order.

Yes.

AlG?

A16 1s on my third page.

Oh, okay. Maybe I have a different sequence.
Could vyou describe what tThat -- let me look over
vour shoulder and make sure you have the same
one.

Certainly.

If T were to suggest to you that that's the
position that the body was in when you attended,
what do you say to that suggestion?

It's possible given the time lapse and my
recollection of this actual scene. T assume
these photos would have been taken after EHS has
attended and worked cn Mr. Paul. I don't know
what extent was done to that matter or how long
he had been deceased.

When vyou describe having this image of him seated
and slumped, can you say anything more about

that, where he was seated or what vyou recall?

T seem to have an image of him slumped leaning
against this wall here next to the red door.

So is that on the left-hand side of photograph
Ale?

That's correct.

And on that -- on that wall on the left-hand side
of the photograph Al6, can vyou describe -- can
vou say at all where on the wall vou have this
image of him seated or slumped?

No, I can't.

After this incident happened, I'm sure you had
discussicns with cother officers about it?

Yes.

Did you talk with Constable Instant about this
incident?

Yes. We raised him at the time of this -- of the
incident and asked him to attend because we

were —-—

And he did attend that very night?

Yes.

So he's there, in fact, within short order after
vou attend at the scene of the body?

Yes. I believe I've spoken to radio and my
sergeant and then Constable Instant attends.

When Constable Instant attends, I take 1T he

described what happened?
Py Yes.
What did he say?

A Again, I don't recall his exact wording or what
exactly was sald; however, something to the
effect that Mr. Paul had been denied at the jail
and he had been brought to this lane and that he
had thought it was an approprizte choice simply
because Saferide and wagons Travelled through the
lane during the night to keep an eye.

MR. MARTLAND: All right.

THE COMMISSTIONER: T'm sorry. You said he'd been denied,
Constable. Where was that?

THE WITNESS: At the jail, city Jail.

MR. MARTLAND:

Q Did he say anything else?

A I don't recall specifics of any other.

Q Did he say anything about admitting or having
Frank Paul refused at the detox centre?

A I don't recall that.

Q And did -- what I'm going to suggest To you may
have occurred is he may have pointed to the wall
and said "I had him seated up against that wall."
Is that something that may have happened?

A It's possible. My memory 1s very -—-

Your memory's not clear?

—-— exhausted from this during the time lapse.
Sure. And you haven't seen these photos before?
No, I haven't.

What I'm golng to suggest to you, though, 1s that
this image in your mind about Mr. Paul seated and
slumped forward agalinst the wall may be something
from what Constable Instant or someone else said
to you as opposed Lo what you saw tThat night. Is
that a possibllity?

T can't argue that it's not possible because my
recollection isn't distinct.

Fair encugh. Do vyou remember anything about the
state of -- and without relying on the photos
that you have there, can you say anything about
the clothing or the footwear of Mr. Paul when vou
attend at the -- at the sudden death call?

No.

Now, Constable, I take 1t you prepared a
miscellaneous and summary —-- or supplemental
report?

That's correct.

A1l right. You'wve had the chance recently to
review that because I Take 1T Mr. Hern has

provided that to you?

A Yes. That's correct.

Q And you've also had a chance to find and look
over your notes that go back to the date in
Jquestion?

A Yes.

Q Now, that report and supplemental report, for the
benefit —-- perhaps I could have that shown to the
witness. It's at tab 11 of binder 1. Is that
VOuUur report?

A Yegs, 1t is.

When was it prepared?

A Tt was prepared the following morning. It would
have been the morning of the 6th approximately.

@] You can tell that from the date at the bottom?

A Yes.

Q Now, this -- is this report accurate?

A Yeg, 1t is.

Q Did vou type 1t out vyourself?

A I did.

MR. MARTLAND: TI'd ask this become The next exhibit, please.
THE COMMISSICNER: Exhiblit number?
THE REGISTRAR: 33.

MARTLAND: I don't expect I have further questions, but I
wonder if T might simply suggest that we adjourn
for the day at this point for us to have this
meeting.

Constable, we're going to adjourn now for
the day, but vyou already heard Mr. Martland say
that you'll be asked more guestions tomorrow,
sir. Please don't discuss vyour evidence over the
break.

THE WITNESS: Certainly.

THE COMMISSICNER: Thank you. We'll adjourn, then, until
tomorrow morning. 9:30, Mr. Martland?

ME. MARTLAND: 9:30, ves.
